Since the original FIRElinesthis working party has reconvened and has had a fairly lengthy meeting
with lots of new products hitting the market and a few trials are being undertaken as a result.

PBI Gold has

been trialled previously (the brown coloured gear you may seen getting

use (recycling to different users) and that they only have a maximum shelf life of 10 years.

Jet Style Structural Helmets (pictured right)¢ Chair Hugh Jones has received two jet style
helmets from Pacific, namely the F11 style, it was agreed by the group that these should
be trialed for possible consideration. Hugh was to investigate ordering another 10 for
wider trialing.
